The Minutes of the February 8th Officers Meeting were distributed, read, and approved.  Committee Reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that our current bank balance is $5,921 including a deposit of $480 in dues received. No new lawn maintenance bills from John Godsick have been received, though Vince believes he mowed the front part of the park area recently.

Neighborhood Watch:  Kate stated that two people had responded to the request for new block watchers: Gail Zambie on Craig Drive and the Frosts on Black Angus. Volunteers are still needed for Rustown, Whispering Valley, Misty Brook, Hispania, Gypsy, Charm, and Switch Willo. This will be addressed in the next issue of the newsletter. We will need some new signs, at a cost of roughly $100.

Hospitality:  Russ reported for Sheri Jacobson that a spring gathering in the park area is the committee’s choice for a social event. He will contact Sheri to review plans in more detail, and advise us via e-mail of further developments. Kate suggested contacting Amy’s Ice Cream for refreshments, because of their excellent service and reasonable cost.

Newsletter:  A new issue of the newsletter is underway, Kathy stated. In view of the planned social event, the April distribution date may need to be revised.

On a different topic, Kathy delivered a summary of the initial meeting of the Quarries Dispute Resolution Committee, now to be called just the Quarries Committee. Leadership for both the homeowners and church members was chosen and the next meeting date of April 30th was set. Church representatives stated that they would contact the homeowners prior to the start of construction at the site, pending final approval of their Site Plan.

Maintenance:  Vince reported that the park area was mowed in mid-February. He obtained a quote for a sign to be used to notify homeowners of upcoming Association meetings. We requested that he have 3 signs made up, with stick-on lettering and space to add the meeting specifics with a dry-marker. He will also inquire about a similar sign advertising our new website URL, to be attached to the subdivision entrance sign.

Vince and Kathy briefly discussed the mechanics of revising the new website.

President: Russ indicated that our association registration form had been returned to the City Public Information Office. He also conferred with an insurance agent regarding liability coverage for the directors and for the Association, and was told that there probably isn’t enough liability to justify purchasing coverage.

In reading through the historical documentation about the formation of our Association, Russ found some questions about the “opting-in” of the original (pre-David Weekley) residents of Champions Forest when the Association was formed. Apparently there may be some residents who chose not to join the Association, and we don’t know who they are or what their current membership status might be. Kate said that Marshall Ruzicka was one such original resident, as well as the first president of the Association, so he would be an excellent resource for further information. Additionally, Kathy had some homeowner “opt-in” certificates which were attached to her copy of the CCR’s, which she agreed to copy for Russ.

Our next Officers Meeting will be on Thursday, April 12th, at the same time and place.  The meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
