The Minutes of the March 8th Officers Meeting were distributed, read, and approved.  Committee Reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that our current bank balance is $6,001 including a deposit of $80 in dues. New lawn maintenance bills from John Godzik have been received, totaling $2,190 and dated from October of last year. Karen will discuss these invoices with Vince before paying them.

Kate mentioned that we might need to provide John with a Form 1099 for income tax purposes. We agreed that there probably wasn’t enough money paid to him last year to necessitate that -- we will begin accumulating records this year for next tax season.

Karen also discussed the invoices presented recently by Tammi Kannar for a total of roughly $60. These bills relate to the Hyde Park Baptist Church/Quarries development meetings last fall. Although some of the expenses probably were applicable to other subdivisions in the 5 Neighborhoods United, we agree that it probably is our turn to share some of the financial burden, so Tammi’s expenses will be reimbursed.

Though Vince Layton was unable to attend the meeting, he had delivered some very attractive signs for “championsforest.org” and for the Association meetings. He evidently paid for the signs out-of-pocket, and Karen will reimburse him.

Neighborhood Watch:  Kate said no new responses to the request for block watchers were received. This will be mentioned in the next newsletter. We would like to have enough participation to plan an observance of the “National Night Out” in August.

Hospitality:  Russell and Sheri Jacobson reported on the planned social event in the park area. Ideas include a Dues Payment Booth, with coupons for a free scoop of ice cream to each family that brings their overdue payment, a Suggestion Box, and a Neighborhood Info Sheet of some sort. There may also be a Door Prize – Steve Jenkins has been working on contacting local merchants for donations. We selected May 10th as the preferred date for the party, with May 11th as a back-up. Hours will be 6:30 – 8:30 p.m. We need to be sure the area is mowed before the party.

Newsletter:  The next issue of the newsletter is ready, Kathy stated. The planned ice cream social will be announced. Another appeal for Neighborhood Watch volunteers will be included also. We may publish addresses of those whose dues remain unpaid.

President: Russ indicated that a new Architectural Controls Committee chair might be needed. We believe Robin Lowman was laid off from his job at Dell. Russ will discuss this with Robin and see if he has a suggestion for a replacement. The issue of satellite dishes should be addressed and resolved.

No date was set for the next Officers Meeting.  This meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m.

Thursday, May 3, 2001
