The Minutes of the April 11th Officers Meeting were distributed, read, and approved.  Committee Reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that our current bank balance is approximately $2,400. Lawn maintenance bills from John Godzik have been paid, totaling $3,100. The cost of the ice cream for our recent party was $400.

Our collection of homeowners’ dues for this year is a little more than $3,000 so far, but the total we expect is $6,340.  Our approach to improving our collections will be as follows:

· Place an article in the next newsletter explaining our fiscal year and the proper time for paying dues;

· Mail out invoices in July/August to all homeowners for the 2001-2002 dues, showing any accounts in arrears for the 2000-2001 fiscal year.

If these efforts fail to clear up our Past Due accounts, we will pursue the individual accounts and add collection costs to their Balance Due.

Maintenance:  John Godzik has collected and stacked the dead tree branches from the park area.  Vince will call the city to find out how to get them picked up.
Neighborhood Watch:  no report. We would like to have enough participation to observe the “National Night Out” in August.

Hospitality:  Russell reported on the success of the ice cream social in the park. We should probably do another in the fall, maybe around Halloween.  Next time, we’ll have one or two water coolers and cups.  The group continues to work on a “welcome basket” for new arrivals, including coupons or freebies from area merchants.

Newsletter:  The next issue of the newsletter should be out in early July.  A discussion of the upcoming Annual Meeting will be featured, with a request for agenda topics.

The Quarries:  HPBC will host a Fourth of July celebration in the park on Sunday, July 1st.  Residents of Balcones Woods and Mesa Park discussed problems with the athletics program at the previous meeting, including extremely loud rap music played from vehicles in the park at night, and traffic problems on Spotted Horse and Mesa Woods Drive.

President:  Russ indicated that we should begin preparing budget requests for the Annual Meeting.  Russell will locate and reserve a place for the meeting (probably Covenant United Methodist Church), sometime after Labor Day on September 3rd.  A starting time of 6:30 or 7:00 p.m. seems appropriate.

Karen will have a current Financial Statement ready for the meeting.  We’ll also need to set up a table for dues payments and have documentation available concerning unpaid dues.  (This will be especially important, if there are any motions to be voted on during the meeting.)

A date of July 12th was set for the next Officers Meeting, same time and place.  This meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
