President Russ Hyer called the Officers Meeting to order at 7:20 p.m. at his home, 4704 Switch Willo.  Present were:

The Minutes of the Nov. 15th Officers Meeting were approved.  Committee reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen indicated that $655 in dues was recently deposited, and 2 bills were paid ($210 to John Godzik and $12 to Kathy Yancy), bringing the bank balance to $5695.97.  Of that amount, $3130 is dues for the coming year.
Notices for unpaid dues will go out in late January.  The owners of the vacant lot will be sent a reminder about the amount owed on it.  There will also be a reminder about dues in the next newsletter.

Newsletter:  Kathy stated that the next issue of the “Champions Forest Flyer” is due out in January.  It will contain an article by Russ concerning volunteerism, as well as two articles by Carol Szerszen.
Quarries:  The Status Report recently sent by the neighborhood representatives to the Mayor and City Council has created some discord on the committee, as the church representatives seem to feel it was inappropriate and possibly inaccurate.  These issues will be dealt with at the next meeting of the committee on December 13th.  Clear communication and understanding between the church and neighborhoods continues to be problematic.
Petitions concerning the widening of Duval Road were turned in the 5NU representative, and we obtained 267 signatures!  In addition, one homeowner worked the Davis Elem. School PTA and obtained many more signatures, which were turned in with the Angus Valley association’s petitions.
President:  Russ delivered our letter to the homeowner on Gypsy Cove, agreeing to construction of a storage shed in his backyard and a room addition.
The proposed city ordinance regarding parking of vehicles in front yards was briefly discussed.  Kathy related an incident from Balcones Woods, in which firemen had trouble putting out a house-fire because of multiple vehicles parked in the occupant’s yard.  Some concerns have been raised about the effects of this ordinance on people whose homes do not have garages or driveways.  According to our 5NU representatives, such a situation will be addressed in any ordinance that’s passed, and such people would not be penalized for parking in their yards.
For our next meeting, Russ indicated that we should plan to include interested persons who might help to fill vacancies on committees.  He requested that each officer bring one interested person to the January meeting.  The newsletter will mention this, and Kathy will serve as the contact person for those expressing an interest.
