OFFICERS MEETING

Thursday, February 7th, 2002
President Russ Hyer called the Officers Meeting to order at 7:25 p.m. at his home, 4704 Switch Willo.  Present were:

Also present were Dora and Bob Frost, Kristie Gibson, and Reba Roberts.  The President welcomed them and thanked them for their interest and participation in the Association.

The Minutes of the Dec. 11th Officers Meeting were approved.  Committee reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that she closed the books at the end of December with a bank balance of $5,683.45 and has another $335 in dues to deposit. Property taxes on the 2 lots that make up the park have been paid, in the amount of $150.26.  The total expenditures for 2001 were $6,173.09.
Letters requesting payment of unpaid dues for this year will be sent out soon – there are a total of 56 accounts not yet paid.  There are also 38 still in arrears from 2001.  However, Mrs. Lutz has made several installment payments toward her past due balance, and Karen will send her a thank-you note.
Secretary:  Kathy stated that the January newsletter was distributed, and she presented an invoice for $19.18 to cover her expenses in printing it.
Petitions concerning the widening of Duval Road were taken to the City Council in December.  As a result of our efforts, the CAMPO regional transportation group was asked to reexamine this issue, and this time they are required to consider the neighborhoods’ input.  Public comment sessions will be scheduled, and Kathy will notify everyone as soon as the dates and times are announced.  According to our 5NU representative, at least 2 City Council members (Beverly Griffith and Danny Thomas) are against widening Duval, and so is the City Transportation Director.
There was no new activity to report at The Quarries development.

Vice President:  Vince indicated that he hadn’t had any contact with John Godzik regarding mowing in the park area.  However, Kathy brought up the recent tree trimming done by Max Smith, a homeowner who lives on Misty Brook.  She stated that some sort of compensation would be appropriate, in view of the tremendous job that Max has done and the visual impact that it has made.  Bob Frost suggested a figure of $1,000.  Russ said that we probably couldn’t afford such a sum, but some type of recognition was definitely called for.  Perhaps at our next Ice Cream Social we could honor Max, while we appreciate his handiwork in the park.  Russ also suggested that Bob and Dora call Mrs. Smith when Max isn’t at home, to see if we could pay for sharpening his chain-saw or limb cutter.
Bob asked about the unsightly mound of weeds, branches, and trash in the park, on the north bank of the creek near the railroad tracks.  Kathy shared what she was told by Max Smith, that it appeared to be a dumping area which also contains rocks and other cast-off materials.  Vince will ask John Godzik to look at it and see what can be done about removing it.  Mr. Smith also said he noticed tree trimmings and lawn waste had been dumped into the creek behind some homes – Kathy will put this in the next Newsletter.

Vince stated that our domain name and web hosting agreements are up for renewal.  As a reminder to delinquent homeowners, he will put up a sign near the subdivision entrance, reminding them to pay their dues, and the “championsforest.org” sign will also be attached.
President:  Russ again thanked those who volunteered to help out the Association.  He discussed the committees that we have had, and made some suggestions for organizing them for the new year.  The Hospitality and Architectural Controls committees are definitely needed.  However, because of the chronic low participation in Neighborhood Watch, he suggested not pursuing it at this time.  Instead, we agreed that increasing our frequency of social events, and getting to know more of our neighbors, should help to fulfill the purpose of the Neighborhood Watch group.

Kathy informed the group that Russell and Sheri Jacobson had not yet moved to Dallas, and might not move at all.  Sheri could be contacted about rejoining the Hospitality Committee.  Steve Jenkins was also working with that group and should be contacted.

Dora inquired about the neighborhood directory project, and we discussed the benefits of a printed version versus an online version.  Kathy will obtain the names and addresses from Karen and put them up on the website, and add e-mail addresses where available.  This new web feature will be promoted in the next Newsletter.
Russ requested that the Dispute Resolution Center be mentioned in the Newsletter, as well, when Vince brought it up.

For our next meeting, Kathy is to contact Lyle Niven and Juanita Ruzicka for possible inclusion as committee members.

Architectural Controls:  No report.

Neighborhood Watch:  No report.
