The Minutes of the March 26th Officers Meeting were approved as written.  Committees reported as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen gave the current bank balance as $6,101.36 after payment of the bill from Diginis, our web hosting company.  Collection letters for Past Due homeowner’s dues will be mailed shortly.  About 50 remain unpaid. 
Vice President:  Vince stated that John Godzik had mowed the entrance area, around the subdivision sign, and would also mow before the party next week.  They also talked about removal of the brush pile in the park area, but John didn’t give a quote for this. We may wait until autumn to deal with the pile, after the growing season and mowing ends.
Secretary:  Kathy reported that an event was planned for The Quarries in May by Hyde Park Baptist Church. It will include live or broadcast music, and the committee will request that all applicable ordinances and regulations be followed, as well as the agreed-upon hours of operation for The Quarries.

Hospitality:  Kristie presented a draft of the flyer for the April 25th Ice Cream Social. She and a couple of neighbors plan to distribute them on Monday the 22nd. In case of rain, Amy’s Ice Cream needs 48 hours notice to reschedule.
Vince and Russ will put out the signs over the weekend. Kristie is bringing the collection barrel for food donations, and also a money box for cash donations. Russ will provide a card table, and Kathy will bring water, cups, and a trashcan.  Karen will bring a list of delinquent homeowners so we can try to collect their dues.

Robin had gotten one quote for an award to be given at the party and will also contact Longhorn Trophy for an estimate.

We will arrive around 6:00 to set up the necessary equipment.
Architectural Controls:  Lyle presented the notices he and Robin plan to distribute to violators of the Bylaws, CCR’s, or city ordinances. We discussed the method of distribution and decided that the notices should be left on the front doors of the homes.
President:  Russ read two messages that he received via e-mail regarding problems on Rustown Drive. One home has 3 apparently derelict pickup trucks in the driveway, and also rotting, peeling fascia on the front. The house next door to this one seems to be occupied be several tenants, and there was a complaint about the number of vehicles in the drive and street. Kathy pointed out that the house across the street from this one is also a rental property, and there are multiple vehicles there as well.  Lyle and Robin will look into these complaints.
We agree that we need to keep a written record of the notices we give to violators, and the dates on which this is done.
