Hospitality Committee
The Minutes of the April 18th Officers Meeting were approved as written.  Committee reports were as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen gave the current bank balance as $5324.84 after payment of the bill from Amy’s Ice Cream ($331) and a lawn maintenance bill from John Godzik ($492.50).  Collection letters for Past Due homeowner’s dues have been mailed, and two $80 payments have been received.

Several new homeowners seem not to have been charged dues when they closed on their properties. Russ asked Karen to contact these people and obtain the names of the sellers and the title companies, wherever possible. If we have no record of payment from the sellers, then we will contact the title companies who handled the transactions and failed to collect the dues. 
Secretary:  Kathy reported that construction at The Quarries had begun. Infrastructure and the new entrance are expected to be completed in 6 to 8 months.
The next issue of the newsletter is scheduled for distribution in early July.

Hospitality:  Kristie gave the final results of the food drive at our Ice Cream Social:  $50 in cash and 98 pounds of food, which will provide 1070 meals. Everyone concurs that we should continue to support the food bank at future social events.
Vice President:  Vince said that John Godzik had not mowed since the Ice Cream Social in April. Since we haven’t had significant rain in a couple of months, the grass is dying in the park area.
Architectural Controls:  No report was presented.
President:  Russ received a phone call from the City Fire Marshal’s office, as did Kathy, concerning the brush pile in the park area. Someone had reported it as a fire hazard. However, after ascertaining that the Fire Marshal hadn’t seen the brush pile, Russ described it for him and the Fire Marshal stated that it didn’t seem like a fire hazard. He inquired if we had plans to remove the brush, and we have already looked into this. Money permitting, we hope to accomplish this in the fall.
The recent effort to achieve compliance with our Bylaws and CCR’s was discussed, and several board members shared information about neighbors who had been offended or upset after receiving the violation notices. Possibly we were not as sensitive as we could have been to their feelings. We agreed to respond to complaints and not take the initiative in this campaign, for now. We do feel that the educational aspect of the campaign was successful.
At the conclusion of this meeting, the plaque prepared for Max Smith was delivered by all the officers present. The gratitude and appreciation of everyone in Champions Forest was conveyed to Max, for the tremendous work he did in trimming and pruning the trees in our park.

This meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m. The next meeting will be in 4 weeks, either on Thursday, June 27th or Monday, June 24th. Members will be polled via e-mail to determine which of these dates will work best.
