President Russ Hyer called the Officers Meeting to order at 7:20 p.m. at his home, 4704 Switch Willo.  Also present were:

The Minutes of the July 25th Officers Meeting were approved.  Committees reported as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported the current bank balance as $5723.16, with another $160 in dues to deposit. One bill needs to be paid for mowing the park, $330.
Collection of accounts in arrears was discussed.  It was agreed to send a certified letter after 3 years of non-payment.  If such a letter produces no payment, then letters will be sent to all Austin area title companies, listing the addresses of homes with delinquent homeowner’s dues. 
Maintenance:  Vince stated that the estimate from John Godzik for mulching the brush pile in the park is $650.  Everyone agreed that this seemed reasonable, and it was moved and seconded to go ahead with this action.

Architectural Controls:  Robin drove through the neighborhood prior to the meeting and said that it looked better than it has in several years. There is one home at the corner of Rustown and Black Angus with a yard that needs some work.
President:  Russ spoke about the Annual Homeowners Meeting in September. The date is Sept. 19 or 26. Karen is preparing the letters (meeting notice) and statements of account.  Russ will stuff envelopes. Kathy will print sets of mailing labels. Kristie is reserving a meeting room.

The Yett Creek Park Survey was discussed.  Board members feel that a public park in this area would be beneficial, but do not wish to have amenities such as a swimming pool or restrooms there, due to the variety and potential seriousness of problems that could arise.  It was moved and seconded that the Board send a letter to those sponsoring the survey, stating support for Uses #1 through #6 from the survey.  Russ will generate the letter and send a copy to the City of Austin Parks and Recreation Department, and this will be done by the Labor Day deadline.
Secretary:  Kathy said the Quarries Committee meets on Monday night.  Water is to be connected at the site on that day, and some residents of Mesa Park and Balcones Woods will have their water turned off between 8 am and 4 pm.
The next newsletter is to be distributed after the Annual Meeting.
Hospitality:  no report.

This meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m. The next Board meeting will be after the Annual Meeting in September.
