President:  Russ reported on the Five Neighborhoods United meeting that he attended regarding the proposed driveway to National Instruments from Duval Road. While the meeting was cordial and pleasant, none of the neighborhood representatives voiced any support for the idea. It seems to have come up at an employee meeting where suggestions for improvement were solicited.  The proposal involves an easement from the owners of the apartment complex nearest to the railroad tracks. During the discussion at the 5NU meeting, Russ pointed out that the driveway closest to the railroad tracks was a poor choice for the location of the National Instruments drive, as evidenced by the small number of apartment residents who use it. Visibility there is poor, and other exits from the parking lot seem to be preferred.
