The Minutes of the March 27th Officers Meeting were approved as read. Committees reported as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that the current bank balance is $3572.87 after payment of two bills from John Godzik. Past Due letters are being mailed (certified, return receipt requested).
Maintenance:  Vince said the greenbelt area was mowed again. Also, he had a conversation with John Godzik concerning the “ground rules” for maintaining the area this summer. We would like to concentrate mainly on mowing the entrance, with occasional weed-eating around the trees. Godzik complained about the amount of dog poop in the greenbelt. He also indicated that it appears some kids have been building a “fort” of scrap lumber around the base of a nice oak tree.
Vince spent a great deal of time dealing with an unhappy homeowner who complained about his neighbors leaving their garbage cans out on the street. Apparently this individual believed that the Board could levy fines against residents for non-compliance with our Bylaws and CCR’s. Vince said he hadn’t heard any more criticism since he informed this individual that the Board had no such powers.
Secretary:  Kathy said the next meeting of the Quarries Committee will be on April 29th. The annual Easter Egg Hunt and evening worship service on April 6th will be discussed, especially as they relate to traffic and noise concerns in the neighborhoods.
Kathy brought up the issue of shrub and tree maintenance, as addressed in the January newsletter. Several offenders have pruned back their plant material, but a couple of trouble spots remain. Kathy will deliver notices to these addresses soon (on Craig Drive and Whispering Valley). A related question regarding sidewalk maintenance was voiced by Russ, due to the poor, unsafe condition of several sidewalks in our neighborhood. Kathy volunteered to find out who is responsible for repair and maintenance of sidewalks.
