Officers welcomed the concerned homeowners who had come to the meeting. The Minutes of the July 24th Officers Meeting were approved as read. The Minutes of the Annual Meeting in September were discussed, and one change was agreed upon. Russ stated that he had received responses regarding the Minutes of last year’s Annual Meeting, and those Minutes were also approved. Committees reported as follows:

Treasurer:  No report.
Maintenance:  Vince had nothing new to report.  The east side of the creek bed was mowed again.
Secretary:  Kathy said the Quarries Committee would meet next week. The newsletter was distributed. The problem of speeding in the neighborhood was discussed again, particularly whether it would be effective to request more speed limit signs on Black Angus and Whispering Valley.
