The Minutes of the October 28th Officers Meeting were approved as read. Committees reported as follows:

Treasurer:  Karen reported that the current bank balance was $5558.41 after a bill from John Godzik was paid. There were $120 in new dues deposited, and another $300 has been received. Soon the property tax payment for the 2 lots that make up the greenbelt will be due.
Maintenance: Nothing to report. Vince did say that he had committed to renewing our internet domain name championsforest.org for five more years for $42.50. 
Secretary:  Kathy said the Quarries Committee would meet again in January Also there was another Hyde Park High School football game played there.
Hospitality:  Belinn proposed that Champions Forest have a Christmas Decoration Contest, similar to a Yard-of-the-Month competition. We agreed and would like to do the Yard-of-the-Month in the spring as well. Since there won’t be another newsletter coming out before Christmas, we’ll make signs and flyers announcing the contest and put it on the website. Architectural Controls:  Robin inquired about progress with the residents of 4805 Misty Brook Cove and their violations of the CCR’s (derelict car in the driveway, and trailer parked permanently at the curb). It doesn’t appear that anything has changed, and Tom suggested that the license and inspection sticker be checked for their expiration dates.
