The Minutes of the January 27th meeting were approved as read. Committee reports followed.
Treasurer:  No report. The upcoming mail-out of account statements was discussed. A question was raised regarding who would receive the statements – everyone, or just those with outstanding balances.
Maintenance: No report.
Secretary:  Kathy said the Quarries Committee would meet in March.
Hospitality:  Belinn reported that we have several new homeowners in the neighborhood, and several more closing soon. Russ asked that Karen be given a list of the sellers, to be sure they are paid up. Kathy will provide copies of the most recent newsletter, as well as a page about the website, to be included in the “welcome packet” for new owners.
Tom asked about the next social event, and it was decided to have watermelon instead of ice cream. The event will be held in late April or May, and is being referred to as the Melon Fest. About 20 to 25 watermelons should be enough, and if there are any left over, we will donate them to the firefighters. Russ will pick them up in his truck. Russ and Vince will put out the signs, and Vince will be sure John Godzik has the greenbelt mowed. Kathy and Belinn will provide coolers of water and cups, and Kathy will bring a trash can. Jayme will borrow a table from work. Belinn and Jane will develop some children’s activities.
Architectural Controls:  No report.
Jayme brought up two issues concerning new laws of interest to homeowners’ associations. The first allows associations to ask the City to enforce deed restrictions. The second involves compost and rainwater collection systems – associations may regulate but cannot prohibit such systems. Jayme will e-mail Robin about this and ask him to review our CCR’s and Bylaws for any possible impact.
President:  Russ said the drainage problem at the end of Switch Willo remains unresolved. The neighbors are trying to work out a solution among themselves. He still believes the condos need a better method of handling run-off.
