The Minutes of the February 24th meeting were approved as read. Committee reports followed.
Treasurer:  The bank balance now is $5,188.27 with about 81 checks for dues to be deposited. A reminder will be placed in the April newsletter, and those who don’t respond will receive certified letters concerning their responsibility to pay.
Maintenance: Vince saw John Godzik mowing recently, and will remind him of the guidelines (such as concentrating on the entrance area around the sign, and weed-eating around the trees). Complaints are occasionally received regarding animal waste in the greenbelt, and Vince will find out if the City of Austin provides signs advising citizens of the requirement to clean up after their pets. A reminder will also be placed in the newsletter.
Secretary:  Kathy said the Quarries Committee meeting would be after Easter. The April newsletter is in preparation now. Jayme mentioned that she had been contacted by a roofing company about advertising in the newsletter. We don’t have much space available in the current single-page format, nor do we have enough volunteers to expand the format to multiple pages. Jayme will find out what size ad the roofing company is interested in, and how much they would like to spend. If we do accept the ad, a disclaimer will be included that no endorsement of the company or its service is intended or implied.
Hospitality:  Jane received copies of the most recent newsletter to be included in the “welcome packet” for new owners. She and Belinn will schedule deliveries soon.
The “Melon Fest” get-together will be held in late May, perhaps on Sunday, May 23rd. We will have one more regularly scheduled meeting before then.

Architectural Controls:  Jayme spoke with Robin regarding the new regulations for water collection systems and compost heaps. We should make a presentation on this at the Annual Meeting in September. It is felt that we should have some basic guidelines in our deed restrictions or bylaws for these structures, and that Architectural Committee approval should be a part of those guidelines.
Vice President:  Jayme reported that a certified letter was sent to the owners of the house at 4604 Whispering Valley, where the never-ending garage sale was located. There has been no response so far. However, most of the merchandise is not visible anymore. There is a flatbed trailer at the curb, which is also a violation, but we will allow some additional time on that, in case the trailer is to be used to move the sale merchandise off premises.
There was a report of a livestock trailer parked in the greenbelt area, next to the house at 12009 Black Angus. But the trailer was there for a few days and then moved, before a notice could be issued on the violation.
This meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m. We will meet April 27th at Jayme’s house (or Russ’s).
