The Minutes of the March 30th meeting were approved as read. Committee reports followed.
Treasurer:  The bank balance now is $7,108.27 with about 30 checks for dues to be deposited. Jayme asked how the payments were applied to outstanding balances, when the payment amount was less than the full amount owed. Karen applies the payment to the current year’s dues and sends a thank-you note with a statement about the remaining balance. Those who don’t respond will receive certified letters concerning their responsibility to pay, and that will happen before the Annual Meeting in September.
Maintenance: City of Austin signs advising citizens to clean up after their pets have been purchased and will soon be placed in the greenbelt. It was decided to purchase a dispenser of gloves as well, and install it in the greenbelt away from the curb.
The walk through the greenbelt last Saturday was discussed. Permission was given for Max Smith to clean up around the large live oak on the north side of the creek, but no more pruning will be done. This should help the tree while preserving some cover for the yards bordering the greenbelt and absorbing noise from the trains.

Secretary:  The April newsletter was distributed. The Quarries Committee meeting will be in May, due to permitting and construction delays.
Hospitality:  Jane asked about finalizing plans for the “Melon Fest” get-together. The date is Sunday, May 23rd and starting time will be 6 pm. We will have a meeting before then to complete our preparations. Russ and Jane will purchase and transport the melons. Russ and Vince will fix and put out the signs. Flyers will be prepared and distributed the week before the event.
Architectural Controls:  Kathy asked that notices be sent to the owners on Whispering Valley and Misty Brook Cove who have trailers illegally parked on the street. A discussion also took place regarding the commercial business being operated out of a home on Black Angus. Concerns were voiced regarding the number and placement of vehicles parked on the street, as well as the coming and going of employees. Some may even live at the home, it appears. We will research whether this business is properly permitted for residential operation, and also if it is licensed with the state as an air conditioning and/or plumbing contractor. Jayme will look into this. She also advised that there is a day care operating on Misty Brook, but it does seem to have the appropriate license.
President:  Russ submitted his resignation, effective immediately, due to the impending sale of his house. This was reluctantly accepted, and Jayme will assume the duties of President until the Annual Meeting. Russ agreed to serve as Vice President until the end of May or however long he is in town. Tom Smith agreed to run for VP at the Annual Meeting. At the meeting the offices of President and Secretary will also be up for election.
This meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m. We will meet May 11th at Jayme’s house with only the Melon Fest on the agenda.
