The minutes of the June meeting were distributed, read, and approved.  Committee reports were as follows:

 

Maintenance:  no invoices have yet been received from John Godzik, although he has mowed the greenbelt about 3 times this summer.

 

Quarries:  no complaints have been received following the Hyde Park Baptist Church Fourth of July celebration at The Quarries.  Construction continues on the Christian Life Center building, with few apparent problems in the neighborhoods.  The established complaint procedure seems to be working.

 

Treasurer:  The bank balance as of June 30th was $10,750.49.  No new expenditures have occurred this month, other than the post office box rental of $38 for the next 12 months.

 

The 5 or 6 unpaid dues accounts which are the farthest in arrears will have until the Annual Meeting to pay what they owe, or be contacted by the attorney we have retained.  If they do not pay, he will send them a demand letter, and then liens will be filed against the owners for the amounts of dues owed plus the legal costs.  If there are any other homeowners in arrears for 2003 or earlier, they will be included in this group.
